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First Lesson:  Genesis 2:4b-9, 15-25  

 

in the day that the LORD God made th e earth and 

the heavens, And every plant of the field before it 

was in the earth, and every herb of the field before it 

grew: for the LORD God had not caused it to rain 

upon the earth, and there was not a man to till the 

ground. But there went up a mist from the earth, and 

watered the whole face of the ground.  And the 

LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, 

and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and 

man became a living soul.  And the LORD God 

planted a garden eastward in Ed en; and there he put 

the man whom he had formed.  And out of the 

ground made the LORD God to grow every tree that 

is pleasant to the sight, and good for food; the tree of 

life also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of 

knowledge of good and evil.  And the LORD God 

took the man, and put him into the garden of Eden to 

dress it and to keep it.  And the LORD God 

commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the 

garden thou mayest freely eat:   But of the tree of the 

knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: 

for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt 

surely die.  
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And the LORD God said, It is not good that the man 

should be alone; I will make him an help meet for 

him. And out of the ground the LORD God formed 

every beast of the field, and every fowl of the air; 

and brought them unto Adam to see what he would 

call them: and whatsoever Adam called every living 

creature, that was the name thereof.   And Adam 

gave names to all cattle,  and to the fowl of the air, 

and to every beast of the field; but for Adam there 

was not found an help meet for him.  

And the LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon 

Adam and he slept: and he took one of his ribs, and 

closed up the flesh instead ther eof; And the rib, 

which the LORD God had taken from man, made he 

a woman, and brought her unto the man.   And Adam 

said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my 

flesh: she shall be called Woman, because she was 

taken out of Man. Therefore shall a man leave his 

father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: 

and they shall be one flesh.   And they were both 

naked, the man and his wife, and were not ashamed.

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Second Lesson:  Genesis 3:1-24  

 

Now the serpent was more subtil  than any beast of 

the field which the LORD God had made. And he 

said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall 

not eat of every tree of the garden?   And the woman 

said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the 

trees of the garden:   But of the fruit of the tree which 

is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall 

not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.  

And the serpent said unto the w oman, Ye shall not 

surely die: in the day ye eat thereof , then your eyes 

shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing 

good and evil.  And when the woman saw that the 

tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to 

the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one wise, 

she took of the fruit thereof, an d did eat, and gave 

also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.  

And the eyes of them both were opened, and they 

knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig 

leaves together, and made themselves aprons.  

And they heard the voice of the LORD God walking 

in the garden in the cool of the day: and Adam and 

his wife hid themselves from the presence of the 

LORD God amongst the trees of the garden.  
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And the LORD God called unto Adam, and said 

unto him, Where art thou?   And he said, I heard thy 

voice in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was 

naked; and I hid myself.    And he said, Who told 

thee that thou wast naked? Hast thou eaten of the 

tree, whereof I commanded thee that thou shouldest 

not eat?   And the man said, The woman whom thou 

gavest to be with me, she gave me of the tree, and I 

did eat. And the LORD God said unto the woman, 

What is this that thou hast done? And the woman 

said, The serpent beguiled me, and I did eat.  And the 

LORD God said unto the serpent, Because thou  hast 

done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above 

every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, 

and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life:  

And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, 

and between thy seed and her seed;  it shall bruise thy 

head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.  

Unto the woman he said, I will greatly multiply thy 

sorrow and thy conception; in sorrow thou shalt 

bring forth children; and thy desire shall be to thy 

husband, and he shall rule over thee.  

And unto Adam he said, Because thou hast 

hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, and hast eaten 

of the tree, of which I commanded thee, saying, 
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Thou shalt not eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy 

sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy 

life; Thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to 

thee; and thou shalt eat the herb of the field;  

In the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou 

return unto the ground; for out of it wast thou taken: 

for dust thou art, and unto  dust shalt thou return.  

And Adam called his wife's name Eve; because she 

was the mother of all living.  Unto Adam also and to 

his wife did the LORD God make coats of skins, and 

clothed them. And the LORD God said, Behold, the 

man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: 

and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of 

the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever:  

Therefore the LORD God sent him forth from the 

garden of Eden, to till the ground from whence he 

was taken. So he drove out the man; and he placed at 

the east of the garden of Eden Cherubims, and a 

flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the 

way of the tree of life .

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Third Lesson:  Isaiah 40:1-11  

 

Comfort ye, comfort ye my people, saith your God.  

Speak ye comfortably to Jerusalem, and cry unto 

her, that her warfare is accomplished, that her 

iniquity is pardoned: for she hath r eceived of the 

LORD's hand double for all her sins.  

The voice of him that crieth in the wilderness, 

Prepare ye the way of the LORD, make straight in 

the desert a highway for our God.  

Every valley shall be exalted, and every mountain 

and hill shall be made low: and the crooked shall be 

made straight, and the rough places plain:  

And the glory of the LORD shall be revealed, and all 

flesh shall see it together: for the mouth of the 

LORD hath spoken it. 

The voice said, Cry. And he said, What shal l I cry? 

All flesh is grass, and all the goodliness thereof is as 

the flower of the field:  

The grass withereth, the flower fadeth: because the 

spirit of the LORD bloweth upon i t: surely the 

people is grass. 

The grass withereth, the flower fadeth: b ut the word 

of our God shall stand for ever.  

O Zion, that bringest good tidings, get thee up into 
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the high mountain; O Jerusalem, that bringest good 

tidings, lift up thy voice with strengt h; lift it up, be 

not afraid; say unto the cities of Judah, Beho ld your 

God! Behold, the Lord GOD will come with strong 

hand, and his arm shall rule f or him: behold, his 

reward is with him, and his work before him.  

He shall feed his flock like a shepherd: he shall 

gather the lambs with his arm, and carry them  in his 

bosom, and shall gently lead those that are with 

young. 

 

Here endeth the Lesson  
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Fourth Lesson:  Isaiah 11:1-10  

 

And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of 

Jesse, and a Branch shall grow out of his roots:  

And the spirit of the LORD shall rest upon him, the 

spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of 

counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and of 

the fear of the LORD;  And shall make him of quick 

understanding in the fear of the LORD: and he shall 

not judge after the sig ht of his eyes, neither reprove 

after the hearing of his ears:   But with righteousness 

shall he judge the poor, and reprove with equity for 

the meek of the earth: and he shall smite the earth 

with the rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his 

lips shall he slay the wicked.   And righteousness 

shall be the girdle of his loins, and faithfulness the 

girdle of his reins.  

The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, and the 

leopard shall lie down with the kid; and the calf and 

the young lion and the fatl ing together; and a little 

child shall lead them.   And the cow and the bear 

shall feed; their young ones shall lie down together: 

and the lion shall eat straw like the ox.    
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And the sucking child shall play on the hole of the 

asp, and the weaned child  shall put his hand on the 

cockatrice' den.  They shall not hurt nor destroy in 

all my holy mountain: for the earth shall be full of 

the knowledge of the LORD, as the waters cover the 

sea.  And in that day there shall be a root of Jesse, 

which shall stand for an ensign of the people; to it 

shall the Gentiles seek: and his rest shall be glorious.

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Fifth Lesson:  Isaiah 7:10-16  

 

Moreover the LORD spake again unto Ahaz, saying,  

Ask thee a sign of the LORD thy God; ask it either 

in the depth, or in the height above.   But Ahaz said, I 

will not ask, neither will I tempt the LORD.  

And he said, Hear ye now, O house of David; Is it a 

small thing for you to weary men, but will ye weary 

my God also?  Therefore the Lord himself shall give 

you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear 

a son, and shall call his name Immanuel.  

Butter and honey shall he eat, that he may know to 

refuse the evil, and choose the good.   For before the 

child shall know to refuse the evil, and choose the 

good, the land that thou abhorrest shall be forsaken 

of both her kings.

Sixth Lesson:  Ezekiel 34:11-16  

 

For thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, I, even I, will 

both search my sheep, and seek them  out. 

As a shepherd seeketh out his flock in the day that 

he is among his sheep that are scattered; so will I 

seek out my sheep, and will deliver them out of all 

places where they have been scatter ed in the cloudy 

and dark day. 

And I will bring them out from the people, and 

gather them from the countries, and will bring them 

to their own land, and feed them upon the mountains 

of Israel by the rivers, and in all the inhabited places 

of the country.  I will feed them in a good pasture, 

and upon the high mountains of Israel shall their fold 

be: there shall they lie in a good fold, and in a fat 

pasture shall they feed upon the mountains of Israel.  

I will feed my flock, and I will cause them to lie 

down, saith the Lord GOD.  I will seek that which 

was lost, and bring again that which was driven 

away, and will bind up that which was broken, and 

will strengthen that which was sick: but I will 

destroy the fat and the strong; I will feed them with 

judgment.

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Seventh Lesson:  Micah 5:2-4  

 

But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though thou be little 

among the thousands of Judah, yet out of thee shall 

he come forth unto me that is to be ruler in Israel; 

whose goings forth have been from of old, from 

everlasting.  Therefore will he give them up, until 

the time that she which travaileth hath brought forth: 

then the remnant of his brethren shall return unto the 

children of Israel.   And he shall stand and feed in the 

strength of the LORD, in the majesty of the name of 

the LORD his God; and they shall abide: for now 

shall he be great unto the ends of the earth.  

 

Here endeth the Lesson  
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Eighth Lesson:  Isaiah 65:17-25  

 

For, behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: 

and the former shall not be remembered, nor come 

into mind.  But be ye glad and rejoice for ever in that 

which I create: for, behold, I create Jerusalem a 

rejoicing, and her people  a joy. And I will rejoice in 

Jerusalem, and joy in my people: and the voice of 

weeping shall be no more heard in her, nor the voice 

of crying.  There shall be no more thence an infant 

of days, nor an old man that hath not filled his days: 

for the child shall die an hundred years old; but the 

sinner being an hundred years old shall be accursed.  

And they shall build houses, and inhabit them; and 

they shall plant vineyards, and eat the fruit of them.  

They shall not build, and another inhabit; they shall 

not plant, and another eat: for as the days of a tree 

are the days of my people, and mine elect shall long 

enjoy the work of their hands.] They shall not labour 

in vain, nor bring forth for trouble; for they are the 

seed of the blessed of the LORD, and their off spring 

with them. And it shall come to pass, that before 

they call, I will answer; and while they are yet 

speaking, I will hear.  
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The wolf and the lamb shall feed together, and the 

lion shall eat straw like the bullock: and dust shall be 

the serpent's meat.  They shall not hurt nor destroy in 

all my holy mountain, saith the LORD.
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Ninth Lesson:  Luke 1:26-38  

 

And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent 

from God unto a city of Galilee, named Nazareth,  

To a virgin espoused to a man whose name was 

Joseph, of the house of David; and the virgin's name 

was Mary. And the angel came in unto her, a nd said, 

Hail, thou that art highly favoured, the Lord is with 

thee: blessed art thou among women.  

And when she saw him, she was troubled at his 

saying, and cast in her mind what manner of 

salutation this should be.  And the angel said unto 

her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found favour with 

God. And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, 

and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name 

JESUS. He shall be great, and shall be called the 

Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unt o 

him the throne of his father David:  

And he shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; 

and of his kingdom there shall be no end.  

Then said Mary unto the angel, How shall this be, 

seeing I know not a man?  

And the angel answered and said u nto her, The Holy 

Ghost shall come upon thee, and the power of the 

Highest shall overshadow thee: therefore also that 
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holy thing which shall be born of thee shall be called 

the Son of God. 

And, behold, thy cousin Elisabeth, she hath also 

conceived a son in her old age: and this is the sixth 

month with her, who was called barren.  

For with God nothing shall be impossible.  

And Mary said, Behold the handmaid of the Lord; 

be it unto me according to thy word. And the angel 

departed from her.
