Your Grace,

I know that you are filled with joy anticipating the establishment of a Personal Ordinariate, which will allow the Traditional Anglican Communion to enter into full communion with the Roman Catholic Church while preserving elements of the distinctive Anglican spiritual and liturgical patrimony. Under the terms of the Apostolic Constitution, pastoral oversight and guidance will be provided for groups of former Anglicans through a Personal Ordinariate, whose Ordinary will usually be appointed from among former Anglican clergy.

Although now walking separately from the Anglican Church in America I rejoice that our path is leading on the direction you so fervently desire.  I am still hopeful that as provided by Article 11, section 4 of the Articles of
The Federation of Anglican Churches (and Ministries) in the Americas that you or Archbishop Falk or even Bishop Stephen Strawn will release me from Strawn’s inhibition that defies several canons or constitutional articles of the Anglican Church in America and or the Diocese of the Missouri Valley.  As it has been pointed out by several Anglican lay persons, priests  and even bishops his inhibition echoes almost exactly the rather reprehensible inhibitions issued by Presiding Bishop Katherine of the Episcopal Church.  

If unwilling to grant the letter dimissory then could you grant me a speedy trial where I have been assured by two Anglican canon lawyers I will easily prevail.

Would it be helpful for me to write at this time to Cardinal William Levada, Prefect of the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith asking him to intercede with you on my behalf?  Surely he would share your desire that any group coming into communion with the Holy See would be following its own constitutions and canons faithfully.   I could send him a copy of the synopsis I am including with this letter as well as copies of the canons and constitutions of the Anglican Church in America and the Diocese of the Missouri Valley.

Please advise me as soon as possible what I should do.  I do not have the mailing address for the Cardinal but I do have the mailing address of His Holiness the Pope and I guess I could send it to him for forwarding to the cardinal.

Again be assured I wish only the best for the continued ministry of the Traditional Anglican Communion and it s constituent churches.  I hope that you would have the same compassion for my ministry.
